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On December 7, 2005, Mr. Michael
Ramage, of Connect Kentucky, met
with the local Cittenden County
Advisory Board at the EdTech Center.
His job is to develop an action plan for
creating affordable broadband Internet
access for our citizens. He collected
information from representatives from
all phases of Crittenden County life from
the school system and public library to
business, industry, health, and
government. This input will be
developed into an action plan for
Crittenden County. M. Ramage went
on to state that there are five stages of
the successful implementation of such a
plan, Availability, Awareness,
Application,  Affordability,  and
Adoption.

Mr. Ramage also announced that
out of the 50 states, Kentucky ranks
434 in citizens useage of the Intemet.
As nmore and more high tech
companies come to the marketplace, it
is vital that we educate our people on
the value of both computer and Internet

usage.
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The Crittenden County Economic Development Corp.,
The Crittenden County Chamber of Commerce, The
Crittenden County Mininsterial Association and \West
Kentucky Workforce Development sponsored the first of
what is hoped to be a series of Job Fairs here in
Crittenden County. The Fair, held on Novermber 7,
2005 at the Family Life Center of Marion Baptist
Church, attracted 25 employers and well over 200 job
seekers. It has since been reported that many have
found employment through this effort. The staff of the
CCEDC would like to thank those who helped out in

any way.

Lee Conrad announced at the December 15, 2005
Board Meeting, that the CCEDC has received a
proposal from Par 4 Assemblies, requesting land in
Industrial Park North. Plans are for Par 4 Assemblies
to huild a structure to contain their assembly facility in
the Industrial Park at the northem edge of Marion.
